● Oversee the Go Far Volunteer recruitment and matching process which matches local
professionals with Bottom Line students to provide industry insight and coaching on a range of
career-related items, with an ambitious goal of overseeing and managing 100
student-to-volunteer connections during the academic year.

● Collaborate closely with the development team to organize and streamline communication with
our volunteers and individuals interested in engaging/supporting our students.
